Notes on artwork layout for double sided banners:-

Printing double sided banners can be tricky in terms of lining
both sides up accurately, so the following guidelines should
be followed:-

Bleed edge

If you have a bleed edge, we suggest a minimum of 10mm
extra bleed per side. (to avoid the possibility of white edges
when trimmed)

Quiet area (sides)

Avoid having a printed border or lines close to the edge, and
we suggest a minimum of 30mm ‘quiet border area’ down
both sides. (to avoid the eye being drawn to a slight
variation in the border width)

Pockets

Your banner needs pockets so to avoid dead white ends
(if you have a coloured background), add 75mm extra both
top & bottom to your background artwork. This 75mm is to
fold over and create a 50mm internal pocket.

i.e. if your finished banner is to be 2000mm long, your
artwork will need to be 2150mm long.

Quiet Area (top & bottom)

Remember that the flap from one side folds over the other
side by 75mm, which would cover any design that is within
75mm of the top or bottom edge, therefore you need to
leave at least 75mm ‘quiet area’ (otherwise one side
would be covered and the other would have stitching
running through it)

Different images on each side
We’ve found that a common mistake when there’s a
different image on each side is that the background
colours are different which, when folded over to create the
pockets looks wrong on one side.
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
